The Associate of Applied Science degree in Business emphasizes
important business concepts and real-world applications. Students
choose from a variety of electives to customize their degree.

The Associate of Applied Science in Operations & Service
Management is designed for individuals interested in building upon
the basic skills, terminology, and processes used in one or more
trades and advancing their knowledge and technical skills to lead
operations, plant logistics, and the service industry.

For students not wanting to commit to a full Associate of Applied
Science degree, students may consider a certificate and/or diploma.
The Business program offers certificates in Bookkeeping, Business,
Client Relations, Entrepreneurship, and Event-Venue Operations
Management.
